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ACCESS AND VULNERABILITY IN THE DRC
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Due to the complex humanitarian situation in the DRC, it is difficult to reflect the degree of the populations’ vulnerability.
The above map is an attempt to provide an overall picture of the vulnerable populations’ problematic in the DRC. -
populations displaced many times since the beginning of the war.

Furthermore, these
populations, constantly victims of insecurity, hide in the bush or concentrate in main urban areas to avoid continuous X X
exaction by belligerents. Assistance is provided only in few accessible areas. [ Accessible areas but lack of infrastructures
Red areas : similar to the orange areas. These populations, continuously on the move, are considered as the most
vulnerable in the DRC. The malnutrition rates registered in these areas are the highest in the country, sometimes beyond
50 %. These populations are located in the most inaccessible areas of the country (see access MAP) rendering the
